e Washing impervious cover such as parking lots, driveways, streets or sidewalks is prohibited. Health and safety exceptions
to this rule may be requested from SAWS in writing.

e Residential washing of vehicles or other equipment is allowed only on assigned watering days and times. A hose with an
automatic shut-off nozzle or bucket of five gallons or less may be used. Water should not be allowed to run into the street.

e The use of commercial car wash facilities is allowed any day.

e Operators of golf courses, athletic fields and parks must submit a conservation plan to SAWS. For requirements, contact
SAWS at 704-SAVE. Golf courses, athletic fields and parks may not irrigate between 10 a.m. and 8 p.m.

e Hotels, motels and other lodging must offer and clearly notify guests of a "linen/towel
change on request only" program.
